Discussion: The Board was given the bills to review. Assessor Ottley presented a document (EXHIBIT I) and a check explaining that 
he had been overpaid for last year and his pay period dates were incorrect.  
  
Trustees LaPorta and McMahon inquired as to why all of the outstanding bills had not been paid. Supervisor Moore read from the 
court decision and Trustee Murphy also read the same section regarding paying these bills. Trustee LaPorta stated that he believes that 
a special meeting may be needed in order to pay these businesses. There was a disagreement as to the interpretation.  In reviewing the 
bills, Trustee Murphy stated that Hammerand is not the approved IT provider, but a former GA employee and that there is a contract 
with IT Solutions.     Trustee Zirk asked about a Mastercard $550.00 charge at Best Buy. Supervisor Moore explained that she had 
purchased a new laptop so that the Trustees could have READ ONLY access to financial records. Trustees Murphy and LaPorta 
explained that a laptop was unnecessary to allow this and if Supervisor Moore would have discussed the matter with the Trustees, it 
could have been available without additional cost to the taxpayers. Trustee Zirk again said that the Ancel, Glink bill should be paid in 
full.
