A discussion ensued with the Board members asking why Commissioner Kearns would Levy 4.99%  (State Statute states that the Road Commissioner does not have to have a public hearing if he does not raise Levy by more than 5%)  and not go high enough to have a Black Box notice and a public hearing.  No Board action taken.  
 
Road Commissioner Kearns determined his 2025-2026 Road District Levy at a 4.99% increase. 
 
 
10. New Business – Discussion and possible action – Roof over gated area 
Road Commissioner Kearns would like to put a roof over the gated areas for all Township owned vehicles.  A discussion ensued regarding the need for this,  what part of the building would have the roof, and who would be paying for this expense.  A motion was made by Trustee Sac, 2nd by Trustee Cratty, to approve the addition of a new roof to house the vehicles.  Roll call vote taken:  Truste Sac: Aye; Trustee Cratty Aye; Supervisor Ruth  No; Trustee Lawrence No; Trustee Oltman-Ayers No.  Motion failed. 
 
A motion was made by Supervisor Ruth, 2nd by Trustee Lawrence, to approve the process for architectural drawings and bidding with he Road District absorbing the costs.  Roll call vote taken, all ayes noted, motion carried.
